The NETWORK Children’s Clinic provides free medical and dental care to school-age children attending school in our service area who are not on Medicaid or CHIPS, and who have no other form of insurance. Our service area includes these zip codes: 75042-75044-75080-75081-75082-75083-75231-75238-75240-75243-75248-75251-75252-75254. The Clinic is open Monday and Wednesday evenings during the school year from 6:00 – 8:00 pm. Appointments are required and are made by the school nurses. Due to our limited hours and volunteer staff members, we are unable to serve as a primary care provider or medical home, and typically treat the following minor acute care conditions:
·        Asthma

·        Bronchitis

·        Flu symptoms

·        Intestinal symptoms

·        Skin rashes and infections

·        Upper respiratory and ear infections

 
Services are excluded for:
·        ADD/ADHD

·        Drug abuse

·        Gynecology/pregnancy

·        Immunizations

·        Vision or hearing

·        STDs

·        X-rays, surgery or lab work

 
In addition to our on-site dental services (x-ray screening, cleaning, extractions and fillings), we also have a large pool of volunteer dentists to whom we can refer children who need extensive work requiring multiple procedures – also free of charge.
